States Are Continuing to 
Improve Coverage

Despite the economy:
üMore than half the States (26 States) advanced health 

coverage for low-income populations in 2009.
ü47 States now cover children with family incomes at 

200% FPL or higher.
ü19 States, including Rhode Island, are taking advantage 

of the new federal option to cover lawfully-residing 
immigrant children and/or pregnant women.

üMany more are moving forward on Express Lane,              
12-months continuous coverage, online applications.



Rhode Island Medicaid Facts

üMedicaid covers 15% of the population, 
helping to drive RIõs uninsured rate to 
well below the national average

üMedicaid is the largest single source of 
federal funds for RI (48.51% in 2009)

üMedicaid is less costly than private 
insurance
