A Medicaid is a federal -state program enacted in 1966.

The federal government provides matching

funds to

states for health care for certain pregnant women,

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Reminder about Pregnant Women who are
undocumented or who otherwise do not meet
Immigrant eligibility rule
A All pregnant women who meet other Rlte Care eligibility
rules (income and residency ) are eligible for Rite Care

A Includes lawfully present women (e.g., LPR in status less
than 5 years) and undocumented (but not tourists or
students)

A A child born in the U.S. is a citizen, so the child is eligible
for RIte Care

A The mom is eligible for Rlte care for 60 days post -partum
and then for Extended Family Planning for up to 24 months
with a recertification at 12 months.

A Parents who are undocumented can apply for Rlte
Care for their citizen children and do not need to
provide information about themselves (except for
Income)
