Child care caseloads have declined rapidly since 2005 and are now below the level when the
Starting Rlte Program was created in 1997 -- 7,159 children receiving subsidies in 2007 to 6,810
children receiving subsidies for 2010.

State Spending on Cash Assistance Benefits Eliminated by 2010
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Since federal welfare reformin 1997, WK 2 RS kaghfaskisyafdXdseloads have fallen by
63% -- from 18,750 cases in 1997 to 6,913 in 2009. After the new Rl Works reforms in 2008,
3,000 families lost benefits due to new stricter time limits and another 800 families are
expected to lose benefits in June 2010.
